Offerings for the Tabernacle                Exodus 30:11-16 

Every man gives a “ransom”  rPeKo kofer “to cover” (Yom Kippur)  
Give a Half-Shekel – an Offering of the LORD 

 We are told that we cannot buy salvation…     Isa 55:1 & I Peter 1:18 
 Yehovah is teaching that we all are ransomed people! 

According to the number…  
 Moses was to count the shekels … not the people 
  Yehovah required censuses before & after the Exodus    Num 1:2 & Num 26:2 
 David acted on his own & counted people                 I Chron 21:1-4  
  … and Yehovah brought judgment upon him                I Chron 21:7-8  

Everyone is equal in Yehovah’s Eyes: Half-Shekel regardless of your “position” 

This is the silver that would be cast into the sockets & fittings for Tabernacle         Exodus 38:25-28  

The Laver                  Exodus 30:17-21 
 Made of Brass (Copper), symbolic of Judgment – Where did it come from?? 
  Mirrors of polished brass (not silvered glass) 
  Located Between the Alter of Sacrifice & the Tabernacle 
   First Cleansed on Inside (Sin or Trespass Offering) 
   Then Cleansed on Outside 
  Then and only then could the Priest enter the Tabernacle                        Verse 20 

 Laver: Washing in the Water of the Word           Ephesians 5:25-26 

Anointing Oil     Ingredients: 500 Shekels Myrrh  Anointing spice @ death               Exodus 30:22-33 
    250 Shekels Cinnamon “Form of Jealousy”                   Psalm 69:9 
    250 Shekels Calamus Reed (or Stand Upright)       Isaiah 42:3 
    500 Shekels Cassia  “Bow Down” (King of Tyre)   Ezekiel 27:19 
    1 Hin  Olive Oil Holy Spirit  

Incense Ingredients: Equal Parts of Stacte  (Balsam Gum)         Exodus 30:34-38 
      Onycha “Roar” or “Tear off” 
      Galbanum Resin of Persian plant 
      Frankincense Resin of Boswellia 

 Used only in the Tabernacle; not for personal use

 Moses departed on Elul 1 and returned on Tishri 10: the Days of Repentance  

 13 Attributes of Yehovah: hvhy(2X)   Abounding in Truth           verses 6-7 

     El(ohim)   Keeping Mercy 
Merciful   Forgiving Iniquity 

     Gracious   Forgiving Transgression  
     Longsuffering   Forgiving Sin  
     Abounding in Goodness  By no means clearing guilty   

 “By no means clear the guilty…” No grace without righteousness 

Another Covenant: Yehovah will do Wonders before the people         Exodus 34:10-28 
  (Unconditional He will drive out six (Nephilim) nations before them 
    Not Ratified) “Do not make any covenants with these nations, lest it be a snare to you.” 

 Inclusion of the Shalosh Reg’lim: Unleavened Bread, Shavuot & Sukkot 
  No Feast of Trumpets nor Day of Atonement yet.... But they are coming!!
